It was acknowledged that for events to date parents attending with their children have helped to look after unaccompanied children as well as their own. The number of juniors attending events is growing and it was felt that this may cause problems in the future. As the possibility of having a training camp in Ghent next summer is being considered, then a more formal arrangement will probably be necessary. There was agreement that a more formal arrangement should be investigated. It was noted that the Club Mark accreditation is already being followed up within the club. Action:- Jacques Hann and Ann Shaw to contact British Rowing to ascertain what needs to be in place re CRB checks etc with regards to Regattas and training camps.
Action:- Code of conduct to be created for Juniors attending Regattas Gillian to pass to Ann the code of conduct for Durham to see whether this could be incorporated within the document that Ann is producing.
· The following potential improvements were put forward for considering in future trips:-

· Better method of communication on what is happening in the evenings for both parents and juniors

· An extra day before racing begins to “settle” in – maybe undertake training and set things up.

· An extra day after the regatta to “wind down” and maybe visit the area.

· Planned event for one evening – eg bowling

· Advertise the club better on the travelling vehicles.
