Gloucester and Ross Regatta – Friday 27/8 to Monday 30/8
Overview

The Juniors will be racing at Gloucester on the Saturday and then Ross on Wye on the Sunday and Bank holiday Monday. 

The intention is to camp at Ross on Wye all weekend. We camp in the quiet field next to the Football pitch and directly behind the clubhouse.

We will then travel to Gloucester by car on Saturday and return to the Ross on Wye campsite after Gloucester racing for the rest of the weekend.
Gloucester

We will be leaving Ross early Saturday morning – it’s about 20 mins to Gloucester.  Racing is on the canal. Boating, parking and watching are on the opposite side to the Gloucester boat club. There is a good visual map on the Regatta page showing this. By car the directions are available on Google map using GL2 5DH‎ - the parking field is just off the A430.
Ross

We will be camping from Friday evening. It is a free camp based just behind the Rowing club. Last year we camped alongside the Football pitch on the far side. It was nice and quiet albeit a bit cold at night. Gazebos are a must as we can also put them up by the river when watching the races.
Directions are available to the Club house on the Website. For the Campsite you go past the Club entrance on Trenchard street and turn left into Homs Rd. After 200 yards turn into the NCP car park. There is a gate on the RHS of the car park leading into the fields for camping and boat parking. The quiet field is the first you come into with camping in the far corner.

Food

Breakfasts

On Saturday, we will take cooking equipment to Gloucester and cook breakfasts in the car park there. We will cook at Ross on the Sunday and Monday. If you wish to be included then please let us know so that we can cater accordingly.  

Lunch

There will be the normal burgers etc provided by Gloucester and Ross rowing clubs.

For Saturday and maybe Sunday we will either BBQ or cook in the Campsite.

Costs
